The tree officer subsequently wrote to the
landowners, requesting attention on behalf of
the residents, but it should be appreciated
that the owner has no legal obligation to
prune the trees at our request, and
unfortunately on this occasion there is no
relevant legislation that could be used to
compel maintenance relating to these trees. It
would be down to good will on the part of the
owner. Following this petition the team have
again checked the Land Registry details to
ensure that there have been no changes and
have written to the landowner to again ask
them to be a considerate neighbour and to
maintain the trees.
